To help students learn about the negative
effects of bullying and name calling, Mrs.
Neu’s third graders at Syring Elementary
celebrated No Name-Calling week, with
lessons and activities designed to help them
understand what happens when children are
bullied.  The children gave examples of put-
downs and put-ups and discussed their
feelings and experiences with bullying and
name-calling.

They learned that everyone is hurt by bullying,
even the bully.  Students role played different
situations to help them express their feelings
and frustrations in a constructive manner.
They also learned that hurtful words are like
toothpaste- once you squeeze them out, you
can’t put them back in.

The class read, “Have You Filled a Bucket
Today” by Carol McCloud encouraging
positive behavior through kindness,
appreciation and love.  Mrs. Neu’s students
then made “Put-Up Bags” or “Buckets” to be
filled with kind words from fellow classmates.
At the end of two weeks, there were bags full
of kind words to be enjoyed, letting everyone
know how special and appreciated they are!
